The General Meeting of the Wedgwood West Neighborhood Association was held December 8, 2008 in J. T. Stevens Auditorium.  The meeting was called to order by President Trey Harris at 7:00 P.M.  Carol Everhart, Neighborhood Education Specialist-Community Relations Department/Neighborhood Education Division of the City of Fort Worth, attended the meeting.  
Guest Speaker Officer Tom Schmidt gave an update on the Citizens On Patrol (COP) and Crime Watch Programs.  Brochures on Crime Prevention and Tips on Reducing the Opportunity For Vehicle Burglaries were distributed.  A period of question and answers followed.

Linda Howard, Treasurer reported a bank balance December 8, 2008 of $3550.27.  WWNA Membership on November 14, 2008 is 246 (61% of potential membership).
Old Business:  Trey Harris reported that figures for the Southwest Fort Worth Alliance Gas Lease Signing were approximately:   27,000 households in the Alliance Area. 4,000 were able to sign before the offer was withdrawn; 9,000 households signed with other companies; 11,000 unsigned; 3,000 unknown.
New Business:  A motion was made to purchase Neighborhood Street Sign Toppers to be placed on boundaries of WWNA at a cost of not more than $1400.00.   The motion was seconded and passed.  A second motion was made to donate $300.00 to the Tarrant Area Food Bank as a response to the economic downturn and heavy use of Food Bank Resources.  The motion was seconded and passed.  

Sign up sheets were passed for volunteers to serve on:  Watch Dogs – Crime Watch and COP Programs, Welcome Committee, Program/Events Committee and Neighbor Assistance Committee.
Three volunteers were requested to serve on the Nominating Committee for WWNA officers for 2009.  Their report is to be given at the March 2009 Meeting.  Volunteers for the Nominating Committee were:  B.J. Howard, Sean Strange, and Jeanine Thomas.
Twenty-nine persons signed in on the attendance roster.  Meeting was adjourned at
