
Wedgwood West Neighborhood Association Minutes – Joint  Meeting

With Wedgwood Middle Neighborhood Association

September 8, 2008

The Wedgwood West Neighborhood Association and The Wedgwood Middle Neighborhood Association met jointly at Wedgwood Baptist Church with Presidents Trey Harris and Mark Sivers presiding.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. to announce and discuss the terms of the Southwest Fort Worth Alliance agreement with Vantage Energy.  

A multimedia presentation was given with the assistance of Scott Whisenhunt.  Tolli Thomas, President of the Southwest Fort Worth Alliance spoke briefly about the proposed Alliance negotiated contract With Vantage Energy of Denver, Colorado and the Caffey Group which would handle the details of the signing.

The presidents and a representative of the Caffey Group answered questions from the audience.  Following the discussion, Each president asked his association to vote to accept the proposed contract.  Both groups endorsed the contract unanimously. 

It was announced that neighborhoods will be called for dates and times of the signings by the Caffey Group.  Fliers will be placed throughout the individual  neighborhoods announcing the specific place and time for signing.

Signing bonuses, based on lot size, will be paid at $27,500.00 per acre by Bank Draft and will be available in 30 to 45 banking days following the signing.  The primary term is 3 years with an option to renew for an additional 2 year term at the same rate with an absolute True No Cost royalty. 
 More than 400 persons were present for the meeting and discussion. The meeting adjourned at 8:45 P.M.
