The minutes were approved as circulated.  Linda Howard, Treasurer reported a balance after organizational expenses on April 30, 2008, of $3,409.88.   Necessary reports will be posted to the web.

WWNA has joined the Greater Wedgwood Coalition of six neighborhoods (since the date of this meeting the number has changed to seven, adding Wedgwood NA) representing:  Wedgwood Square, Wedgwood West, Wedgwood Middle, Wedgwood Central, Wedgwood East and Overton South.  The new area includes about 5000 homes and 2000 acres.  Negotiations are ongoing.  WWNA will notify members when an agreement is reached.  In the meantime, members are asked to WAIT TO SIGN.  WWNA IS WORKING FOR YOU!
